nside enclosed and air con-

ditioned rooms, the only ex-
change of air, as established by
the regulations, does not ensure
that the air is healthy, or that it re-
cords the lowest possible degree
of pollution caused by the micro-
bial load of bacteria, viruses and
moulds, from small particulates
and volatile organic compounds
(voc) in the air and on surfaces.
So explain engineer Carmine Ri-
naldi, director of Rielco, a compa-
ny that designs and manufactures
thermo-mechanical systems and
that, for years, has developed Ade-
co.
